50 plus years of research has consistently demonstrated
is that if a behavior is followed closely by something
desirable (to the individual) then that behavior is more
likely to occur again —reinforcement. In a nutshell, if
we want a behavior to occur more, we must reinforce

it with something meaningful and desirable to the
individual. Once the behavior is established the type
and frequency of reinforcement can then be adjusted
(move to more praise, high fives, etc, and reinforce less
frequently). I would loosely classify a bribe as either
offering something to entice a person to do something
he/she ought not to, or offering something after an
inappropriate behavior has already begun to occur.
Almost all behavior occurs because it results in some
desirable outcome for the individual. I doubt most of
us would get up and go to work everyday if we did not
get a paycheck. Without reinforcement to establish and
strengthen behavior, making lasting behavior change
becomes almost impossible.
